1. Instructions: 
a. The name of your game
b. The purpose must be clearly stated
c. State the unit you are focusing on , and what chapters and page numbers from your textbook correlate with the topics you are covering
d. How the order of play is chosen (i.e. oldest or tallest person starts the game)
e. Explanation of how a player earns points
f. Explanation of how a player loses points or a turn
g. Clearly explain how someone will win the game!
2. Game Board:  Must be between 11.5” X 11.5” minimum to 23” X 23” maximum
i. **A rough draft of your game board must be pre-approved & stamped by instructor prior to final draft**
ii. The board must be able to be fold into half or into quarters, and fit into game’s box/container
iii. The name of the game is to be clearly and neatly displayed on the game board
iv. Board game must have at least 5 colors neatly displayed throughout the board
3. Game time: Must state estimated game time
4. Team Evaluation:  Take the first 15-20 minutes to divide up this project.  After you have been given a part, do it!  This score will be awarded to you anonymously by each of your team mates. You must list “manufacturers’ names” (team members) and year of graduation (ie. Mrs. Robles ‘93). Include a picture of your group so that you will always be remembered!
5. ** Any game pieces needed for game must be included, along with a colored picture of ALL game pieces **
